Notice for Application by Foreign Media Organization for Filming of Historical and Cultural Relics Sites and Museum Collections during the Beijing Olympic Games and the Preparatory Period

I. This notice is only suitable for the application by foreign media organizations and journalists for filming of historical and cultural relics sites and museum collections (hereinafter referred to as “the cultural relics for short) during the Beijing Olympic Games (including the Games of the XXIX Olympiad and the XIII Paralympic Games) and the preparatory period. The deadline is on October 17, 2008.

II. “Foreign media organizations and journalists” used in the notice refer only to accredited foreign media organizations and journalists for the Beijing Olympic and Paralympic Games. Before applying for permission for filming the cultural relics, they have to apply for the Olympic Identity and Accreditation Cards or Paralympic Identity and Accreditation Cards (OIACs or PIACs) in the Accreditation Center of BOCOG. Before the OIACs or PIACs are activated, the applicants can apply to the relevant department of BOCOG for identity confirmation letters.
III. Application procedure and rules:
(1) Submit the application for filming cultural relic four working days in advance.
(2) Materials to be submitted:
ⅰ.Official application letters from the media organization. The letters should specify the name of the media organization, the name and goal of filming; the place and date of filming; introduction of the filming project.
ii. Application Form for Filming Cultural Relics in Chinese. This application form can be downloaded from http://www.beijing2008.cn/media, or received from the one-stop service office
iii. The agent's valid identification and commissioned letter from the applicant if handled by an agent.
(3) Fax or mail the materials to the one-stop service office. The application form must bear the autograph of the applicant.
(4) The posted personnel of State Administration of Cultural Heritage to the one-stop service office will forward the application and all relevant materials to State Administration of Cultural Heritage of China for permission.

IV. Granting the Permit 

The posted personnel of the State Administration of Cultural Heritage to the one-stop service office will convey the final decision to the applicant within four working days.
Please take the permit if approved.

In the case of an application being declined, the applicant will be informed.
V. Filming 

(1) With a filming permit, the foreign journalists are allowed to film the designated cultural relics, within the range of permission.
(2) In the filming process, please observe the Law of the Peoples Republic of China on Protection of Cultural Relics, the Regulation for the Implementation of the Law of the Peoples Republic of China on Protection of Cultural Relics, and other relevant rules and regulations.
(3) In the filming process, please follow the guidance of the administrative staffs of the historical and cultural relics sites and ensure the safety of the cultural relics.
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
