Notice of Temporary Import, Installation and Use of Radio Transmission Equipment during the Beijing Olympic Games and the Preparatory Period

I. This notice applies to the foreign accredited media organizations participating in activities during the Beijing Olympic Games and the preparatory period, including the Olympic Games, the Paralympic Games, the “Good Luck Beijing” sports events, the Olympic Torch Relay and related cultural and official activities. After getting permission, media organizations may, on a temporary basis, import, establish and operate radio stations or radio transmission equipment in China. 
Ⅱ. The following are procedures and policies for applying for radio frequencies and radio transmission equipment operation in China.
1. Registration and application：
Please log on to http://rf.beijing2008.cn to register, and then submit an application form after the registrant’s identity has been confirmed.
2. Approval and payment of charge：
The Beijing Olympic Radio Frequency Regulatory Office (ORRO) will forward the applications to the Radio Regulatory Department of the Ministry of Industry and Information for approval. After getting approval, the applicant should pay the charge for frequency occupation in accordance with the Regulation on Administrative Charge of Radio Frequency Operation. (The charge for frequency occupation will be exempted when it is not required to pay according to relevant regulation.).
3. Getting a license：

An electronic version of “Radio Equipment Frequency License for the Beijing 2008 Olympic/Paralympic Games” can be obtained by logging on to http://rf.beijing2008.cn .
4. Customs declaration：

(1) Vehicle devices：Please follow the procedures of “The inward means of foreign transportation”, “radio transmission equipment and instruments” in《Customs Clearance of Beijing Olympic Materials notice》.
(2) Non-vehicle devices：The entry-port Customs will go through the customs formalities based on the following documents: An electronic version of “radio Equipment Frequency License for the Beijing 2008 Olympic/Paralympic Games” by the Radio Regulatory Department of the Ministry of Industry and Information; the Authorization Letter by the logistics department of BOCOG; deposit or the confirmation letter which authorizes the applicant to use the LBG issued by BOCOG; the shipping documents and Invoice/Packing List.
5. Inspection of equipment：
After being carried into China, the radio transmission equipment or radio station equipment should be taken to the following administrative offices for inspection before operation. If it is not portable, the administration can be contacted, in advance, for an on-site inspection.

SNG vehicles with radio frequency equipment shall be inspected as well according to “The provisional regulations on the radio management during the period of Beijing Olympic games and its preparation”.

·Olympic Village (OV): from July 18, 2008

6. Labeling of equipment：
If the radio transmission equipment or radio station equipment is deemed qualified after the inspection, it will be labeled with a “Radio Equipment License” sticker in different colors according to the approved operation time and area. If the equipment is deemed unqualified after the inspection, it will be labeled with a “The Equipment Is Forbidden to Operate” sticker and is not allowed to be operated in China.
A Green“Radio Equipment License” sticker : to be used at Olympic venues or other special control areas during the Beijing Olympic/Paralympic Games
A Blue “Radio Equipment License” sticker : to be used at the Olympic venues or other special control areas during the Preparatory Period (including test events)
A Yellow“Radio Equipment License” sticker :to be used in China outside the Olympic venues and other special control areas during the Beijing Olympic/Paralympic Games and the Preparatory Period
A red  “The Equipment Is Forbidden to Operate” sticker: not allowed to be operated in China

During the Beijing Olympic/Paralympic Games and the Preparatory Period, the radio transmission equipment or radio station equipment will be checked at Olympic competition, non-competition venues, training venues and other special control areas. The qualified equipment can only be operated in the specified times and areas written on the stickers. Equipment without the “Radio Equipment License” sticker will not be allowed to be operated.

Some short distance (low power) radio transmission equipment can be operated at the Olympic venues and special control areas without needing “The Radio Equipment Frequency License for the Beijing 2008 Olympic/Paralympic Games” and the stickers. Such equipment comprises roaming cell-phones of GSM/CDMA public mobile network (800MHz/900MHz/1800MHz radio frequency bands), WLAN module built in laptops, car remote-control keys and remote-control camera triggers with the power less than 1mW.

Other short distance (low power) radio transmission equipment, which usually do not need to apply Radio Station License, such as wireless microphones, wireless fixed phones, remote-control toys, and public walkie-talkies, will not be allowed to be operated at the Olympic venues or other special control areas without successfully applying for “The Radio Equipment Frequency License for the Beijing 2008 Olympic /Paralympic Games”.

Without approval of the authorities, the illegal operation of radio station equipment will be penalized according to the relevant laws and regulations.
Ⅲ. If radio frequencies and radio transmission equipment are to be operated in Hong Kong, please apply to the Office of Telecommunications Authority in Hong Kong for a license through the online Beijing Olympic Radio Frequency Application System (http://rf.beijing2008.cn ).
